Fremont Bridge
    Mechanical-Electrical Retrofit. Double-leaf openings need not be provided from 05 Nov 07, through 05 Feb 08, except at these times if
requested Sun through Fri:  0500, 1230 and 2300 local time. On Sat-s 48 hours notice is required for openings at the preceding hours. Single-leaf
openings of the north span are available according to the normal schedule.

Fremont Bridge
    The Fremont Bridge in the closed position will provide 27 feet instead of the normal 30 feet from 02 Jan to 31 Mar 08.  Scaffolding at the draw
tips will be illuminated.  When the draw is opened, vertical clearance will be reduced from 92 to 89 feet at the channel margins.  Mariners should
exercise caution while passing the structure during the mechanical and electrical rehabilitation project.

New Youngs Bay Bridge
    The vertical clearance of the drawspan will be reduced by 5 feet from 15 Dec 07 to 31 May 08.  This reduction is caused by the containment
system for painting the bridge.  Temporary operational changes will be announced throughout the project.

Lewis and Clark Bridge 
    A work containment system will be suspended incrementally under the bridge. A reduction of vertical clearance by 5 ft will be found at the
containment platform, marked by flashing yellow lights at its corners. This platform will be moved during the painting project. The moving
containment system will be at various locations on the bridge through 31 Jul 08.

The Coast Guard is establishing a temporary safety zone on the Cowlitz River, in the vicinity of Cottonwood (aka Howard) Island at the entrance
of the Cowlitz River extending up the Cowlitz River up to and including the Gerhart Gardens Park Boat Launch, the mouth of Carrols Channel and
Old Mouth Cowlitz. This is from 0800 12 Nov 07 through 1700 29 Feb 08. Entry into this Safety Zone is prohibited unless escorted by the Captain
of the Port or his designated representative or the Master of the on scene dredge. To request an escort to transit the Safety Zone contact the
on-scene dredge Master on VHF-FM channel 16 or 13 or via search light or sound making device 30 minutes in advance of desired transit. This
Safety Zone is for the protection of Mariners due to the presence of associated dredge gear, guide and anchor wires and pipeline which will be
present on, over and below the surface of the lower Cowlitz River.
